M. C. P. B. Show Rules and Regulations

1. All exhibits must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor.

2. The person to whom a cup is awarded shall give security to the committee that the cup shall be delivered to the secretary a minimum of 10 days before the 2011 show and in the same condition as it was received.

3. All animals to be on the field at commencement of judging.

4. In the event of there being, three or less exhibitors in a class prize money will be awarded to first place only.

5. All ponies and foals must be haltered, led and attended at all times by a capable person while on the show grounds.

6. Judges decisions are final.  

7. All pony entries must have registration number on entry form plus registration book on day of show.

8. Classes 1 to4 and 6 qualify for the Junior Championship

9. 1st and 2nd prize winners in Classes 7, 12, 13, 19, 20, 21, 22 and 24 qualify for the Supreme Championship.

10. The committee accept no liability whatsoever for any damage, deterioration or injury, direct or consequential, whether accidental or otherwise in respect of persons or property. Attendance or participation in the show implies acceptance of this rule.

11. Any objections or complaints must be lodged in writing with the Show Secretary within one hour following completion of the competition together with €100.00, which is refundable in the event of the objection being upheld.

12. Ridden Classes A, B, C, D, G &H will run under IPS Rules.

13. Riders of Performance Classes E & F must refer to the rules for these classes on our website www. midlands connemara pony breeders or obtain copy from secretary.

14. Class I will run as per Powers Quarry Rules.

15. Plaiting of manes and tails is not allowed in ridden or in-hand classes.

16. All spectators & exhibitors must obey the directions of the safety officers & stewards at all times. Any spectator or exhibitor who refuses to comply with instructions from safety officers/stewards do so at their own risk and MCPB committee accept no responsibility for any accident which may occur from non compliance with safety officer/stewards instructions.

17. All entries are subject to the above rules and any exhibitor who violates or ignores them shall forfeit al prizes he or she may be entitled to at the show and will not be refunded entry fees. The committee reserve the right to refuse any entry.

18. Under Irish law their passports must accompany all ponies, moving from one location to another. It is in your own interest to ensure this is the case. Failure to do so is an offence under Irish Law and is liable on summary conviction to result in a fine up to €3000.00. Also, passports are required for inspection prior to a number of our competitions. Please ensure you take your pony’s passport to our show. All passports must be registered with the name of the current owner. 

19. The Irish Shows Association would advise all animal owners to have their insurance extended to cover them while showing animals at shows. We understand that it costs very little or nothing at all depending on whom you have your insurance with. If you were one of the few who don’t have cover in place, we would advise you to think about putting it in place for this purpose, as it may be worthwhile. The reason we are giving this advice is to protect you in the event of your animal lashing out and injuring you or someone’s property. If that were to happen and it was established that your animal was out of control you may be held responsible or partly responsible for any injury or damage caused and may end up paying all or part of any settlement reached.

20. The committee reserve the right to refuse admission to the show grounds.
